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How does one design summer destinations in the era of Airbnb?
That, is how can one introduce “unique selling points” to archi-
tectural works, without diminishing them to fancy instagramma-
bleimages? Itis becoming increasingly difficult to do firm, rooted
architecture in a time where everything has become an “eye
candy”. Onthe other hand, there is no denying that clientsand ar-
chitects need to consider the marketability of the architectural
product and its potential visual power.

To solve this tricky problem, we stand on two legs and seek mid-
dle ground between the vernacular and the postmodern (Ven-
turi’s “Architecture as Image”). We draw from the tradition of Mani
and establish a deep root with the place: boxy geometry, local
stone, firm standing on the landscape.

But at the same time, we consciously twist the traditional vocab-
ulary: we choose to introduce novel elements, not directly drawn
fromthis place (or any place, for the matter): adiagonally pitched
roof, variety of sizes and openings, crisp detailing based on metal
rather than wood.

This way, we achieve a novel architectural language that is hope-
fully both local and global. Both soothing for the local eye, yet ap-
pealing and stimulating to the international guest.
Organizationally, the long plot is divided by long walls that or-
ganize flows, levels and private garden areas. At the intersection
points of walls, the three houses emerge. Each house is effort-
lessly organized at two levels, with common spaces on the
ground floor and bedrooms at the first floor.
